Forres CC Rider comes close to major upset at National Championships.
Forres CC rider Peter Ettles pulled of another remarkable result on Saturday.  Riding in the Scottish National 10 mile Time Trial Championship Ettles picked up the silver medal after a fantastic ride and came within 10 seconds of causing a major upset.  
Recently back from holiday Ettles had been using the race as preparation for the age related pursuit championships – British, European and maybe World’s later in the year - he later admitted “I wasn’t aiming to be at a peak for this.” But peak he certainly did with a very strong ride in tough conditions that saw many pre-race favourites fall by the wayside.  
94 riders had faced the starter on the very tough, hilly and exposed course at Newton Means which was battered by a wind that defending champion and eventual winner Arthur Doyle of the Dooleys Cycles team described as “brutal” in places. Forres man Ettles used a fixed gear on his ride of 20 minutes 56 seconds to come within 10 seconds of Doyle’s 20:46 and ahead of Endura Racings’ Alistair Robinson’s 21:07, national 25 and 50 mile champion Mark Atkinson was beaten into fourth place. 

The achievement of his second place overall was even more amazing due to the age difference between 45 year old Ettles and the first placed rider, Doyle.  Speaking later Ettles said it was a weird feeling because “the last time I won a Scottish medal was 30 years ago in the juvenile 10!”.
