Sheriffston 10 – Press Report

The North of Scotland cycle racing season got under way with the Elgin Cycling Clubs  Sheriffston 10 mile Time Trial on Sunday. 
There was a cold north wind with a temperature of only about 5deg C.  
Winner was Peter Ettles (Sandy Wallace Cycles) in 21mins 45 seconds. Ettles was one of very few people to benefit from the disruption to air travel this weekend as he should have been in Mallorca, but his flight was cancelled because of the volcanic dust cloud. 
Second home was Peter Alexander(Moray Firth C.C.)in 22.38. The Forres C.C. riders looked very smart in their recently launched new kit.  The first Forres rider was Matthew Powell in a personal best time of 23 minutes 14 seconds.  This was fast enough to get Matt 6th place overall .Other Forres C.C. times included Jim Mcloughlin 23.52, club president Peter Robertson rode a 26.46. enough to win him 1st place on handicap and George Grant 27.57.   
In the junior category there was a close race between  the two young female riders of the club with Laura Gunn 30.34 just edging Kate Finlayson 31.19. 
Racing in his first event novice Neil Lamond-Lawson recorded a time of 32.04. It was a good start to the racing season for the Forres riders with faster times to come with warmer weather and the increasing intensity of training and racing.
